Literally meaning, ‘red-haired 
man’s bridge’ (ang mo being a 
colloquial term for Caucasians), 
Ang Mo Kio makes references to 
a bridge that was constructed 
where Kallang River is at. As 
the seventh neighbourhood 
to be built in Singapore, Ang 
Mo Kio is one of the older 
neighbourhoods in Singapore. 
Not only is it littered with 
pockets of history, it also offers 
unique options of green spaces, 
local delights and art trails.

BUSTLING TOWN

It was believed that the origins 
of the name ‘Yio Chu Kang’ 
came from the naming practices 
of early Chinese immigrants in 
the area. Historically, Yio Chu 
Kang was owned by a Yio family 
whose house (chu) was located 
along the river (kang). Today, 
this modest neighbourhood is a 
residential estate interspersed 
with HDBs, condominiums and 
landed housing.

A place with a past, the market 
was rebuilt in 2009 after it was 
completely destroyed in a fire in 
2007. More than just a multicultural 
food hub, the market is also the 
center of community projects, 
including the Project Origami 
Food Scrap Box @628 which 
encourages residents to dispose 
of their food scraps with the folded 
scrap box donated by residents.

In Singapore, it’s mandatory 
for us to return our trays after 
our meal to the designated 
tray return zones in hawker 
centres to keep our tables 
clean for the next patron. 
Let’s keep our hawker 
centres clean together!

First 
opened in 1928 as Royal Air 
Force Seletar, the airport today 
continues to live and breathe by 
serving the north-east region of 
Singapore, mainly for chartered 
flights, private aircraft operations 
and training purposes.

Mural artist, Yip Yew Chong 
enlivens the pockets of spaces in 
Ang Mo Kio with his three beautiful 
murals, depicting the history of 
Ang Mo Kio. He drew inspiration 
from the neighbourhood’s past 
as a cluster of kampungs (village) 
and farmlands connected by 
bridges (kio) that were built by 
the colonial government (ang mo). 
Join the artist in reminiscing and 
connecting with the past!

WAYFINDING 
PROJECT MURALS

 Along Ang Mo Kio Avenue 4

You might notice a series of 
vintage objects painted on the 
walls of several void decks: they 
are designed to help persons living 
with dementia and the elderly find 
their way around independently. 
The Wayfinding Project is the 
collective effort of the town council, 
grassroots, artists, community 
volunteers and persons living with 
dementia. Truly art that is by and 
for the community!

 In front of 119 Ang Mo Kio 
Avenue 3

Sitting with gravitas at the 
entrance to the estate is JIANG (将), 
a sculpture by Mr Ng Yak Whee, 
a local artist born in 1954. To 
celebrate Singapore’s 25th year of 
independence, this commissioned 
sculpture was officially unveiled on 
3 August 1990 by Prime Minister 
Lee Hsien Loong and Mr Yeo Toon 
Chia, then Member of Parliament 
for Ang Mo Kio Constituency.

As part of HDB murals series in 
Hougang Town, this lovely mural 
art was designed by Xinmin 
Secondary School. The mural 
art showcases four main ethnic 
groups in Singapore joining hands 
to promote people of different 
cultures working and living 
together harmoniously.

The 3.23-hectare park is a green 
sanctuary for plants, birds, and 
wildlife inhabiting freshwater 
water ecosystems as well as a 
hotspot for the community of 
Seletar Aerospace Park. Keep a 
lookout for dragonflies and birds 
perched on a branch or twig in 
the wetlands!

 Along Upper Thomson Road

Opened in 2019, Thomson Nature 
Park offers both nature and 
history. Once a site for the Hainan 
Village, the park gives visitors 
a peek into the kampong living 
through the ruins of the village, 
while bringing visitors close to a 
great diversity of flora and fauna.

Located along Hougang Street 92,  
this revamped Ci Yuan Sports 
Park includes a newly constructed 
children’s playground for all ages, 
new fitness equipment, a  
jogging track, street soccer and  
basketball court. It’s a park for 
residents to enjoy the facilities 
near their neighbourhood.

Buangkok Square Park consists of 
two separate play areas. Painted 
in warm and striking colours, the 
elevated huts and the exploratory 
structures of the playground 
offers village-themed play for 
children of all ages!

A hidden gem with lovely 
boardwalks along the coasts, 
Rower’s Bay Park is a great spot 
to watch the sunset, run, jog or 
workout. If you’re lucky you might 
find yourself in the company 
of Great Herons and Copper-
cheeked Frogs!

ROWER’S BAY PARK
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A LEISURELY STROLL

Think of freely wandering dogs, 
cats and chickens in serene 
houses connected by dirt paths. 
This is the last remaining village 
on mainland Singapore. It houses 
less than 30 families and pulsates 
to a rhythm of the past.

KAMPONG LORONG

Rent a bike or have a stroll 
through the canal section of this 
scenic walking and cycling path 
with nature all around. Keep an 
eye out for otters popping their 
heads out from the canal!

NORTH EASTERN 
RIVERINE LOOP

Adjacent to each other, the parks 
are designed with undulating 
terrain and meandering foot 
paths, offering a green respite 
from the towering HDB jungle.

ANG MO KIO  
LINEAR PARK & 
LUXUS HILLS PARK

Follow this route to discover some interesting outdoor 
places in our neighbourhood!

Enjoy a calm evening walk 
by Sungei Punngol and treat 
yourself to the biodiversity of the 
constructed wetland of Sengkang 
Riverside Park, situated beside 
Sungei Punggol, and part of the 
Coast-to-Coast trail.

Network (PCN)!

This path continues into other 
neighbourhoods through an island-
wide greenery network known as the 
Park Connector Network. Look out for 
the PCN signages and maps as you 
navigate your way along the roads, 
scenic rivers and canals that link you 
to the major parks. Hop on a bicycle or 
simply jog along the park connectors!

Take the first step to say hello 
to your friendly neighbours and you might even 
gain a few buddies along the way.

Picture a large field with rows of 
bird cages dangling on flag poles. 
The Kebun Baru Birdsinging Club 
is one of the few bird singing 
clubs that still remains today. Run 
solely based on donations by 
volunteers, the club persists as a 
living piece of the old kampung 
culture in Singapore.

Mr Lim Hock Eng, PBM was intrigued when he 
first witnessed a fundraising auction event behind 
Block 122 Ang Mo Kio Avenue 3, the location of 
his supermarket in Yio Chu Kang Division. “When 
I knew that the donated money would be included 
in the Community Development and Welfare Fund, 
I thought it was very meaningful”, he explained.
